The mangroves replanting project at Sulaman Forest Reserve, Tuaran,  

under the sponsorship of Mullion Co. Inc., Japan, is progressing well and 

most encouragingly. Under the leadership of Bobby Alex, KKWC’s Officer-

In-Charge, the project sets to achieve its current 2nd year phase in a 

timely manner. A major part of the achievement is due to the enthusiasm 

and support from the various volunteer groups that willingly come and 

lend their hands, and down to mud and water, no matter rain or shine, 

just so they can contribute towards the restoration of mangroves. The 

volunteers are indeed invaluable assets to this program. Through this pro-

ject, SWCS seizes the opportunities to spread and reinforce the aware-

ness on the importance of mangroves and wetlands to humanities. Most, 

if not all of these volunteers, will walk out and never see mangroves the 

same way again — a turn around from the perception of being a waste-

land to precious, live-saving land. This program is a monthly once activity; 

however, this month saw two groups carrying out replanting in two sepa-

rate days. On 26/3/2011, students from Montfort Youth Training Centre, 

Kinarut, took to the ground and then followed by a group of students 

from Ngee Ann Polytechnics, Singapore, on 31/3/2011. Collective, they 

planted 1,000 saplings! A big thank you to them.
