SWCS, in collaboration with the Embassy of Finland Kuala Lumpur, initiated this educational project to tar-
get a total of 300 local people in Kota Kinabalu throughout the months of September 2011 until May 2012.
This project seeks to engage the local community of different ages, family, schools, clubs or organizations
to have better understanding of the mangrove ecosystems and its wise use. Five different programmes
are introduced on wise use of mangroves which include making of handicrafts, dyeing of clothes from
tannin extraction, discovering food sources, making charcoal, and, identifying medicinal products from

Local community is provided with information on mangrove ecosystems and gather hands
in producing products from materials found in the mangroves. It is hoped that by understanding the pro-
duction process, they will appreciate the nature resources, as well as respect the effort and skills of those

The project opens an avenue for elders in the local village communities to act as mentors, by passing their
knowledge and experiences to the next generation especially the young ones. They are the future care-
takers of our mangroves, and basic knowledge and skills on using mangroves wisely should be honed dur-
ing their formative years. Hand in hand with this, local lore and culture get to be preserved.
